and live by today and to inherit in the coming age—1 John
5:11, 13; Matt. 19:16, 29.

C. They have been regenerated unto a living hope, a hope of life,
with all the full, spiritual, heavenly, and endless divine
blessings of eternal life—1 Pet. 1:3.

IV. The hope of the gospel is Christ Jesus Himself—1 Tim. 1:1:
A. Our hope is Christ who gave us eternal life and who brings us into
the blessing, enjoyment, and glory of this life—John 10:28; 17:2.

B. Christ in us is the hope of glory—Col. 1:25:

1. This indwelling Christ is the kernel of the gospel—Rom.
8:10; Gal. 2:20.

2. This is Christ who lives in the spirit of the believers as the
life-giving Spirit to be their life and person—John 14:17, 20;
2 Tim. 4:22.

3. This Christ will saturate His believers' entire being with the
glory of His life and will return to glorify them—Phil. 3:21;
Rom. 8:30.

C. The appearing of our Savior Jesus Christ in glory is the
blessed hope to enjoy the freedom of the glory of the children
of God—Titus 2:13; Rom. 8:21.

V. This hope is good and is laid up for us in the heavens—2
Thes. 2:16; Col. 1:5; 1 Pet. 1:4.
